Knapp
earned the designation of Profes-
sor Emeritus for his remarkable
accomplishments as professor of
German and Comparative Litera-
ture. Professor Knapp received his
PhD from Technische Universitat in
Berlin, Germany. During his time at
the University of Utah he received
the Faculty Fellow Award twice and the ASUU Student
Choice Award for Teaching.

Professor Eduardo Elias
retired after 31 years at the Uni-
versity of Utah. Elias was awarded

Professor Emeritus status for his
service to the Department of Lan-
guages & Literature and the Eth-
nic Studies Program. Elias will be
remembere his efforts in increasing

diversity at the U of U and for sup-

porting the international experi-

ence for students.

Professor Wolff Von Schmidt

retired from the University of
Utah with emeritus status after
41 years of service and teaching.
Von Schmidt received his PhD in
Germanics from the University of
Washington in 1968, and he began
teaching German and Comparative
Literature at the U of U in 1978.

Professor Von Schmidt initiated the

department’s strong relationship
with the University of Kiel in Germany, and directed the
Kiel study abroad program for many years.

Professor Bernard Weiss

retired form the University of Utah
with Emeritus Status after 25 years
of service to both the Department
of Languages & Literature and the
Middle East Center. Professor Weiss
received his PhD from Princeton
University in 1966. He has an exten-
sive publication record and is recog-

nized as one of the foremost scholars

in Islamic law.
